October 5, 2011 
 

The meeting was called to order by 
President Deb Gomes at 7:03 p.m.. 
 

Two guests were welcomed, Margaret 
Garrison and Jean Nelson. 
 

The Name Tag drawing was held.  40 
names were on page one of the sign in 
sheet – Ann Hurst was wearing her 
badge.  37 names were on page two.  
The first name selected was Lline 
Woodall – not wearing her badge.  The 
second name was Dena Harding and she 
was wearing her name badge. 
 

Kristine Brown made a motion to accept 
the previous business meeting minutes 
as presented in the newsletter.  Kerry 
Mertle seconded the motion.  The mo-
tion passed. 
 

Sara Whiton gave her treasurer’s report.  
The 2010 – 2011 year had a $629 profit.  
The 2011 – 2012 year to date balance is

The Material Girl is moving to the 
Towne Green in Windsor and is cur-
rently have a sale. 
 

Pam Larcher had two quilts accepted 
into PIQF.  Jim Haws, Vicki David, Teach 
Guerrini,  and Judy Mathieson all had a 
quilt accepted in the New Quilts of 
Northern CA at PIQF. 
 

The Santa Rosa Quilt Guild has a bus 
going to PIQF.  It is $45 for members 
and $50 for non-members.  They may 
still have space available if someone is 
looking for a ride to the show in Santa 
Clara. 
 

The monthly raffle was held.  The win-
ners were, Myrna Stephens, Marsha 
Shiver, Debbie Cesaretti, Judy Pudoff, 
Lline Woodall, and Bambi Tuttle (a new 
member). 
 

Birthday drawing – The following Octo-
ber birthday members names were 
drawn but were not at the meeting:
