 My quilting career began in 1974 with a full size 
bed quilt in red, white, and blue to commemorate the Bi-
centennial.  For years I made traditional, comfy quilts but 
after every bed was covered, plus the couch and all the 
babies in the family were well cuddled in quilts, I realized I 
had more to say with fabric and thread. I was an art major 
with a history minor at Scripps College and came of age 
during the second flowering of feminist thought in the 
twentieth century in the 70’s. 
 

 I feel that my quilt making continues the tradition 
of women creating with cloth but reinterprets that form in 
a uniquely personal expression that now includes the use 
of paint and digitally manipulated images.  
 

 My spiritual practice includes a belief in Gaia, a 
living, interconnected Earth, where all life is sacred includ-
ing our kinship with animals. From this outlook come the 
subjects of my quilts; cats, frogs, snakes, crocodiles, and 
especially birds. 
 

 I also love the social aspect of quilting and I belong 
to three guilds and three art quilt groups.  It is important 
to surround yourself with positive, creative people with 
whom you can share ideas and practice your craft. My 
work history includes graphic design, product illustration, 
writing, preschool teaching and facilitating at seminars.

Business Meeting Minutes 
November 2, 2011 

 
The meeting was called to order 
by President Deb Gomes at 7:06 
p.m.. 
 
Four guests were welcomed; Mary 
Reeder and Wendy Mouille from 
Sonoma Loose Threads and Quilts 
United selling tickets for a chance 
to win their displayed quilt.  Funds 
being raised for Vintage House.  
Tara Rodriguez and Carol Sunkins 
were the other two guests in at-
tendance. 
 
The Name Tag drawing was held.  
43 names were on page one of the 
sign in sheet – Lee Dague was 
wearing her badge.  55 names 
were on page two – Margaret 
Garrison was wearing her name 
badge. 
 
Cindy Chadwick made a motion to 
accept the October business meet-
ing minutes as printed in the 
newsletter.  Joan T seconded the 
motion.  The motion passed. 
 
Sara Whiton gave her treasurer’s 
report.  The net income year-to-
date is $2394.  The balance is 
higher right now because of a lot 
of deposits. 
 
Old Business 
 
A privacy policy regarding personal 
photographs and photographs of 
quilts to be published in the news-
letter and on the website was 
discussed.  Members were in-
formed that if they don’t want 
their photograph or photographs 
of their quilts published in the 
newsletter or on the website need 
to inform Cynthia for the website 
and Historian Tim McClish.  This 
information will be available for 
the next quilt show and at the 
membership table. 
 
Website – Cynthia Bessonen in-
formed members that there will 
be a Project Page on the website.  
They are currently working on it.  
She also requested that if there 
are any problems with the website 
to please email her the problem. 
 

President Gomes informed mem-
bers that the calendar of events 
for the year was complete and it 
will be posted on the website. 
 
The Star Quilter of the month was 
Linda Morand.  Linda shared her 
quilts and the stories behind them.  
She kept the room in “stitches” 
with her stories and editorial com-
ments. 
 
Announcements 
 
Marsha Shriver announced that 
the Holiday Potluck will be Decem-
ber 7th.  The theme of the potluck 
is Holiday Lights.  She is looking for 
six more table hostesses.  Raffle 
baskets are also being gathered. 
 
Nancy Rothensen (formerly Ne-
gley) announced that a date and 
location have been selected for 
the Tri-Guild Luncheon.  The 
luncheon will take place on March 
10, 2012 at the 4-H Club building 
in Rohnert Park.  Sign-up sheets 
will be going around to sign up to 
help in areas such as decorations, 
hostesses, kitchen help, etc.  The 
theme is Hawaiian.  The menu has 
been set.  Raffle prize donations 
are needed.  Blocks will be made 
to be included in the raffle.  This is 
a free lunch and seating is limited 
to 200 people between the three 
guilds. 
 
Marilyn Lira announced that she 
has collected about 30 community 
quilts in the first month of the 
guild’s year.  She issued a chal-
lenge to all members to increase 
the number of community quilts 
this year.  She shared with the 
membership that the day guild 
collected almost 2000 community 
quilts last year compared to our 
less than 200 community quilts.  
Marilyn also explained the com-
munity quilt program for the 
members and guests. 
 
Norma Jean Edwards presented 
completed Friendship Blocks to 
Judy Buff.  Judy selected a log 
cabin pattern block.  She plans on 
using the blocks to complete a lap 
quilt that looks like a Christmas 
wreath.  Norma Jean also ex-
plained how the Friendship Block 
program works. 
 

President Gomes called for a 15 
minute break at 8:00 p.m. 
 
The meeting was called back to 
order at 8:22 p.m. 
 
Additional Announcements 
 
Karen Mansergh from the Library 
Crew shared the new books and 
magazines that the library has 
added to the available books and 
magazines to check out. 
 
Gina Stateler-Calhoun announced 
that tickets for the Opportunity 
Quilt are now available.  They are 
$25 for a book of 30.  Members 
are strongly encouraged to pur-
chase or check out at least one 
book for themselves or to sell.  
The tickets are $1 each or six for 
$5.  If anyone would like to show 
the quilt, contact Gina.  Photo 
postcards will be printed after the 
quilt has been photographed. 
 
Jim Haws announced that Mt. Tam 
Quilt Guild is hosting on November 
8th, a presentation by Elizabeth 
Marrs titled How Do Judges Evalu-
ate?  Jim will be attending and 
anyone interested in attending can 
ride with him.  The social time 
starts at 6:30, the meeting is at 
7:00, and the presentation starts 
at 8:00 p.m.  The cost is $5 for non
-members.  
 
There was an announcement 
about the Dickens Holiday Craft 
Fair is on December 3rd and 4th.  
The times are 9 to 5 on the 3rd and 
10 to 4 on the 4th. 
 
The raffle was held.  The winners 
were Donna Cambra, Kathy Lee, 
Marlene Sullivan, Marilyn Lira, 
Tina Rodriguez (guest), Sara Whi-
ton, and Marsha Shriver.  $201 
was raised in raffle ticket sells at 
tonight’s meeting.
