President Gomes called the meeting to 
order at 7:00 p.m. 
 

Three guests were in attendance; Arlene 
Dickerson, Diana Samour & Kathy Deeton. 
 

Name tag drawing.  Page 1 of the sign-in 
sheet had 53 names.  Guest Arlene picked 
no. 6 which was Dori Hudson who was 
wearing her name tag.  Page 2 of the sign-
in sheet had 50 names.  Guest Kathy 
picked no. 42 which was Sammie Williams 
who was wearing her name tag.

Cindy Chadwick made a motion to ap-
prove the January 4, 2012 Business Meet-
ing minutes as published in the newslet-
ter.  Denise Morehead seconded the mo-
tion.  The motion passed.

Round Robin—The Round Robin took 
place on January 18, 2012.  It was a big 
success.  Pres. Gomes thanked the chairs 
Sandra Wasson & Sarah Whiton and all 
the presenters for a great evening of 
learning. 
 

Wine Country Quilt Show—President 
Gomes reported that the first committee 
meeting for the Wine Country Quilt Show 
in June took place in January.  More meet-
ings will occur and anyone is welcome to 
attend.  Help is still needed to fill some 
committee positions. 
 

Tri-Guild Luncheon—Nancy Robinson 
reported on the Tri-Guild Luncheon on 
March 10, 2012 from 11:30 to 2:00 at the 
4H Clubhouse in Rohnert Park.  The theme 
is “Spring Flower Garden.”  Nancy has 
brought flyers about the event; a sign-up 
sheet for lunch (space is limited); and vol-
unteer sign-up sheets.  Nancy is looking 
for table hostesses.  The hostess will be 
responsible for five guests.  They will 

serve their guests lunch, clear plates, pro-
vide a center piece that will be given to 
one of the guests, and possibly supply a 
tablecloth.  She is looking for two host-
esses per table of 12.  There are 20 sets of 
tables.

Community Quilts— Marilyn Lira shared 
two emails that she has received.

Second email was for 
someone to take some vintage blocks and 
create a top.  This is a paying job. 
 

Library—Karen Mansergh from the com-
mittee shared new items to the library.  
The first was a Quilt Academy series.  The 
second was a “Why Quilts Matter” DVD. 
 

Basic Skills Workshops—Norma Jean Ed-
wards gave a Basic Skills report.  The most 
recent course was Red Work Embroidery 
taught by Lline Woodall.  All who attend 
had a lot of fun.  The February course will 
be Hand Appliqué with Freezer Paper 
taught by Vicki David.  This class is full.  
The March course is the Warm Wishes 
Pattern taught by Pam Brown.  The class 
uses four fabrics or scrapes.  The April 
course will be Streak of Lighting taught by 
Gina Stateler-Calhoun.  It is a pattern that 
teaches rotary cutting skills.  Fifteen dif-
ferent fabrics are used. 
 

Fabric Sale—Dena Harding reported on 
the Fabric Sale that will take place on April 
18th.  She is accepting fabric donations for 
the sale.  The fabric should be at least a 

quarter yard or larger.  Smaller scrapes 
will be put in a bag and sold by the pound.  
All fabric will be $2 a pound.  Donations 
for raffle prizes are also needed.  Items 
like books, notions, and magazines will 
also be sold.  Unfinished quilt tops or 
blocks would make good raffle prizes.  
Last year’s fabric sale and raffle raised 
$1200.
